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1. Objectives of Competition 

- Popularize the national sambo sport in the world; 

- Master sports skills; 

- Consolidate the international sports contacts. 

 

2. Date and Venue 

The International Sambo Tournament (Category A) for the Prizes of Honored Master of 

Sport of Russia A. A. Aslakhanov (men and women) (hereinafter – the tournament) will take 

place in Moscow (Ivan Yarygin Palace of Wrestling) from October 19 to 22, 2015, including the 

day of arrival (October 19), and the day of departure (October 22). 

 

3. Organization of Competition 

General management of the tournament shall  be carried out by the Ministry of Sport of the 

Russian Federation (hereinafter – Minsport of Russia), All-Russia Public Organization Russian 

Federation of Sambo (hereinafter – the Federation) and the Department of Physical Culture and 

Sport of Moscow (hereinafter – Moskomsport). 

The authorities of the Ministry of Sport of Russia as the organizer of the international 

competitions shall be carried out by the Federal State Autonomous Institution “Administration of 

Organizing and Holding of Sporting Events”. 

Immediate conducting of the tournament shall be carried out by the Federation and the 

referee panel approved by the International Sambo Federation. 

 

4. Participants and Terms of Competition 
The tournament is held in accordance with the Regulations of organizing and holding 

official competitions of the International Sambo Federation (hereinafter – the Regulations). 

The tournament shall be held in the following weight categories: 

Men: 52 kg, 57 kg, 62 kg, 68 kg, 74 kg, 82 kg, 90 kg, 100 kg, 100+ kg 

Women: 48 kg, 52 kg, 56 kg, 60 kg, 64 kg, 68 kg, 72 kg, 80 kg, 80+ kg 

The best Russian and foreign athletes are invited to take part in the tournament. 

Only 6 athletes may represent a country in each weight category. 

The Russian sports team consists of 118 people, including 100 athletes, 15 coaches, 2 

sports physicians, 1 massage nurse. 

The tournament shall be held as an individual championship. 

 

5. Program of Competition 

October 19 Day of arrival, admission of participants by the commission. 

Weigh-in by categories – men: 52 kg, 62 kg, 74 kg, 90 kg, 100+ kg; women: 

48 kg, 56 kg, 64 kg, 72 kg, 80+ kg. 

Meeting of referees and team representatives. 

Training. 

October 20 Competitions by weight categories – men: 52 kg, 62 kg, 74 kg, 90 kg, 

100+ kg; women: 48 kg, 56 kg, 64 kg, 72 kg, 80+ kg; 

Weigh-in by categories – men: 57 kg, 68 kg, 82 kg, 100 kg; women: 52 kg, 

60 kg, 68 kg, 80 kg. 

Opening ceremony. 

Super-final (men, women) 

Awarding ceremony. 

October 21 Competitions by weight categories – men: 57 kg, 68 kg, 82 kg, 100 kg; 

women: 52 kg, 60 kg, 68 kg, 80 kg. 

Super-final (men, women). Awarding ceremony. 

October 22 Day of departure 
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6. Announcement of Results 

The tournament results shall be announced in accordance with the International Sambo 

Competition Rules approved by the International Sambo Federation. 

The first, second and two third places are awarded in each weight category among men and 

women. 

Final results (protocols) and reports in hard copy and electronic form are provided to the 

Minsport of Russia within ten days after the end of the sporting event. 

 

7. Awarding 

Winners and prize takers of the tournament are awarded with medals and diplomas of the 

Federation. 

Other organizations may provide additional prizes and awards. 

 

8. Financial Terms 

The Minsport of Russia, Moskomsport and the Federation shall provide shared financing 

of the tournament, as agreed. 

The federal budget funds shall be allocated to cover the expenses for holding the 

competitions in accordance with the Financing Procedure and the Standard expenses for physical 

fitness and sporting events which are included in the Unified Calendar Plan of Interregional, 

National and International Physical Fitness Events and Sporting Events. 

The transportation expenses of participants of the tournament are borne by the participating 

countries. 

 

9. Safety 

Safety of participants and the audience of the tournament is ensured in compliance with 

Safety regulations for official sports competitions approved by Resolution of the Government of 

the Russian Federation dated  April 18, 2014 No. 353, as well as the requirements of the Sambo 

Competition Rules. 

The tournament is held at the sports facility which is included in the All-Russian Register 

of Sports Facilities in accordance with Federal Law dated December 4, 2007 No. 329-FZ “On 

Physical Culture and Sports in the Russian Federation.” 

Medical care shall be provided in accordance with Order of the Ministry of Health and 

Social Development of the Russian Federation dated August 9, 2010 No. 613-n “On Approval of 

Procedure of Provision of Medical Care during Physical Fitness and Sporting Events.” 

 

10. Insurance of Participants 

Participants are admitted to the tournament only if they have documents confirming 

accident life and health insurance of each participant to be submitted to the admission 

commission during registration. 

Insurance of participants shall be provided at the expense of detaching organizations. 

 

11. Procedure and Deadline for Applications 

Applications for participation in the tournament shall be filed by national federations on 

the terms and in accordance with the Regulations. 
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
